Beginning Jan. 1, while supplies last, purchase a Together for Hayward e-gift card between $20
and $100 to use at any of the participating restaurants in the city, and the City will give you a 50
percent bonus card to use or share with a friend.

Bonus cards are limited to three per customer and are available while supplies last. Bonus

cards must be used within 90 days of purchase. Recipients can spend them at one of the at
least 39 participating restaurants—or mix it up and spend them at one or more of the more
than 35 participating retail locations as well.

The all-digital Together for Hayward e-gift card is great for birthdays, holidays, and teacher and
employee appreciation gifts. Be sure to discover some of the great restaurants and unique
cuisine from around the world that can be found in Hayward.

The Together for Hayward promotions are part of the City’s economic recovery plan to help
local brick-and-mortar retailers and restaurants recover from the COVID-19 pandemic.
Participating in this program means supporting the heart of what makes our community
distinctive. Purchases of the e-Gift cards creates a pool of cash that local businesses in Hayward
can rely on. Studies have shown that local independent retailers recirculate 47 percent of their
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revenue back into the community, while only 14 percent of national chains’ revenue stays local.
More dramatically, local independent restaurants recirculate 73 percent of their revenue versus
only 30 percent by the national chains.
